In this section, 5 situations in classroom teaching are provided. In each situation there are some problems. Firstly, identify the problems; secondly, provide your own solutions according to communicative language teaching principles and explain in detail.
Situation 1
At the beginning of the class, the teacher writes the topic "Environmental Awareness" on the blackboard, and then asks the students to write an essay in 150 words in half an hour in class. The teacher collects the writings when the bell rings.

Situation 2
At the practice stage of a grammar lesson, the teacher designs an activity with multiple choice to practice the grammatical items the students have learned.

Situation 3
In the production stage of a speaking lesson, the teacher divides the students into 6 groups to have a discussion. Then the teacher retreats to a corner of the classroom to prepare for the next activity.

Situation 4
The teacher prefers a disciplined class. Whenever the students want to ask some questions, the teacher asks them to raise their hands before they do that.

Situation 5
In a grammar lesson, the teacher explains the rules and exceptions to the students and then the students do some multiple-choice activities in the textbook.
