Section II 　Problem Solving　　　　　　　　　　　　　　[30 points]　　　
(Award 2 points for each problem correctly identified, and 4 points for the reasonable solution. Note: The examinee must elaborate on his solutions in order to get 4 points.)

Situation 1
Problem: The teacher should not simply set an unprepared topic, since not all of the students will have much idea what to write. 

Solution: (1) First the teacher should introduce and brainstorm the topic with the class and put points on the blackboard before the students are told to write. (2) After the writing phase, the teacher should leave some time for the students to do a peer check and editing before collecting their work for marking.   

Situation 2
Problem: A multiple-choice exercise is a test rather than a piece of language practice. The problem here is that the students are not being given an opportunity for meaningful practice.

Solution: The teacher should ask students to do some real practice of the grammar items by giving them situations in which the items occur. The practice can start with speech and continue with writing. Only after this practice should there be a test item.   
Situation 3
Problem: The problem here is that the students will have no one to monitor or to mediate in the discussions. The activity may become uncontrolled or unproductive.

Solution: The teacher should participate, and get involved in the discussions by going from group to group to check the progress of the debate.

Situation 4
Problem: The problem is that this practice will inhibit questions by making them too formal, and will discourage the class from taking an active part in class discussion.

Solution: The teacher should encourage students to take an active involvement in the class and should create an easy atmosphere in the classroom by allowing questions and suggestions in a much more informal way.

Situation 5
Problem: The communicative element is missing in this lesson and there is no production stage or opportunity for students to practice using the structure to express their own meaning. A multiple-choice exercise is fine for controlled practice, but will not teach the students how to use the structure on their own. 

Solution: After the students do multiple-choice activities, the teacher may let students practice the grammar rules in different situations and on different occasions. Or, the teacher will incorporate more communicative activities throughout the lesson.

	Guide, questioner, gathering ideas and writing on BB.

	Students’ role(s) (1)
	Discussing topic and suggesting ideas, descriptions, facts

	Teacher working time (est. minutes) (1)
	15 minutes

	Student working time (est. minutes) (1)
	Shared with teacher

	Teaching aid(s) (1)
	BB for ideas, possibly pictures to illustrate life

	Predicted problem(s) (1)
	Students may not have enough ideas or facts for the composition. They may not have a clear idea of the structure of such a description.

	Solution(s) (1)
	Tell them what to do before the composition - generating ideas and organizing the ideas. Put ideas and framework on BB for reference while writing.

	Procedures (8)
	1) Introduce topic, possibly with pictures to illustrate.

2) Question Ss about the subject to elicit physical and social descriptions. Write key descriptions on BB.

3) Question Ss about stages of subject’s life. Write key words for stages on BB.
